PROPOSED METALLIC MINING ORDINANCE PROCESS & STRUCTURE

I. MINING ORDINANCE PROCESS
A. Zoning Administrator, Corporation Counsel, and Special Counsel develop an outline of proposed Mining Ordinance.
B. Zoning Committee reviews and approves the proposal with input from Mining Local Impact Committee.
C. Zoning Administrator, Corporation Counsel, and Special Counsel solicit comments and make adjustments based on discussion with GTAC.

D. Final approval from Zoning Committee.
E. Adoption by County Board.
F. Negotiation of Local Agreement and terms of Planned Development District with GTAC.

G. Final adoption of Planned Development District and Local Agreement.

II. MINING ORDINANCE STRUCTURE
A. Establishment in Sections 9.3 and 9.4 of Planned Development District district options.
B. Planned Development District is a district that conforms to and restricts proposed use as opposed to dictating the specifications under which a use can be permitted in an established zoning district.
C. Planned Development District provides the municipality the opportunity to understand the nature and details of a proposed project and the impacts that project will have on the community.  It then enables a flexible approach to by contract or agreement establish the specifications and limits that must be satisfied to protect the community.
D. Metallic mining ordinances have in the past used the planned development district approach.  

1. Included with this approach would be conditional use permits for certain activities.

2. Certain activities can be outright prohibited or objective standards can be created.

3. There are limits to what a planned development district will allow.

E. Final Planned Development District Features:

1. Conditional use permits.

2. Development agreement under Chapter 295.  

3. State and federal permits still required.

4. The end product is both a contract and a form of zoning regulation imposed by the County. 
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
