Driver’s License or Photo ID

Household fuel & electric bills from 9/1/14 to 8/31/15 (Only ONE bill is needed if Xcel or WE Energies customer)
Social Security number for all household members

Verification of income for the previous 3 months for all household members

Previous year’s income taxes are also required in cases with self-employment or seasonal employment

Current property taxes if home is owned

Renters must provide landlord contact information

Verification of child support paid or received
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Household gross income is based on the three months prior to the date of application. If gross income is less than or
equal to the income limits for that size household, you pass the income test.
